Sec. 22-29. - Environmental protection. 
(a)
No person shall remove, damage, or destroy any park facilities, trees, vegetation, ruins, relics, historical features, geological formations, rocks, minerals, wildlife, or soil. 

(b)
No person shall release within a park any insect, fish, or other wildlife, or introduce within a park any plant, chemical or other agent potentially harmful to the vegetation or wildlife of the park.
